The work week of employees shall be thirty-seven decimal five

(37.5) hours consisting of five (5) consecutive days, Monday to Friday
inclusive, and the normal scheduled hours of work each day shall be a
continuous period of seven decimal five (7.5) hours between the hours of
0700 and 1800 exclusive of an unpaid meal break and shall be
documented between every employee and their manager. Except as
provided in paragraph (c) below, such hours shall not vary from day to
day. Notwithstanding the above, for shipborne helicopter pilots, the
provisions of Article 45 shall apply.

ARTICLE 19
OVERTIME

All overtime, premium pay or allowances earned under

Article 19-Overtime, Article 20-Travelling Time, Article 22-Designated
Paid Holidays, Article 43-Callback, Article 45-Shipboard and Specidl
Assignment Allowance, and Article 44-Standby, with the exception of the
one-hour of compensation under Article 44(b), shall accumulate as
compensatory leave at the sub-group and level at which it is earned.

(b) where an employee who has presented a grievance seeks to meet
with the Employer, leave with pay to the employee when the
meeting is held in the headquarters area of such employee and
leave without pay when the meeting is held outside the
headquarters area of such employee.
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2 Employee who acts as Representative

Where an employee wishes to represent at a meeting with the Employer,
an employee who has presented a grievance, the Employer will, where
operational requirements as determined by the Employer permit, grant
leave with pay to the representative when the meeting is held in the
headquarters area of such employee and leave without pay when the
meeting is held outside the headquarters area of such employee.

©)] Grievance Investigations

Where an employee has asked or is obliged to be represented by the
Union in relation to the presentation of a grievance and an employee
acting on behalf of the Union wishes to discuss the grievance with the
employee, the employee and the representative of the employee will,
where operational requirements as determined by the Employer permit,
be given reasonable leave with pay for this purpose when the discussion
takes place in the headquarters area of such employee and leave without
pay when it takes place outside the headquarters area of such employee.

16.05 Contract Negotiations Meetings

Where operational requirements as determined by the Employer permit, the
Employer will grant leave without pay to an employee for the purpose of
attending contract negotiations meetings on behalf of the Union.

16.06 Preparatory Contract Negotiations Meetings

Where operational requirements as determined by the Employer permit, the
Employer will grant leave without pay to a reasonable number of employees
to attend preparatory contract negotiations meetings.

16.07 Meetings Between the Union and Management

Where operational requirements as determined by the Employer permit, the
Employer will grant leave with pay to a reasonable number of employees who
are meeting with management on behalf of the Union.
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16.08 Group Executive Meetings, Union Executive Meetings and Union
Conventions

Where operational requirements as determined by the Employer permit,
the Employer will grant leave without pay to a reasonable number of
employees to attend Group Executive meetings, Union Executive meetings
and Union Conventions.

16.09 Representatives’ Training Courses

Where operational requirements as determined by the Employer permit, the
Employer will grant leave without pay to employees who exercise the authority of
arepresentative on behalf of the Union to undertake training related to the duties
of arepresentative.

**

16.10 Determination of Leave Status

Where the status of |eave requested cannot be determined until the Public Service
Labour Relations Board or an adjudicator has given adecision, leave without pay
will be granted pending final determination of the appropriate |eave status.

ARTICLE 17
CHECK-OFF

17.01 The Employer will, as a condition of employment, deduct the equivalent
of the amount of membership dues from the monthly pay of al employeesin the
bargaining unit.

17.02 The Union shall inform the Employer in writing of the authorized
monthly deduction to be checked off for each employee defined in clause 17.01.

17.03 For the purpose of applying clause 17.01, deductions from pay for each
employee in respect of each month will start with the first full month of
employment or membership to the extent that earnings are available. Where an
employee does not have sufficient earnings in respect of any one month to permit
deductions, the Employer shall not be obliged to make such deductions from
subsequent salary.
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17.04 Anemployee who satisfies the Employer to the extent that the employee
declaresin an affidavit that he or sheis amember of areligious organization
whose doctrine prevents him or her as a matter of conscience from making
financial contributions to an employee organization and that the employee will
make contributions to a charitable organization equal to dues shall not be subject
to this Article.

**

17.05 No employee organization, as defined in Section 2 of the Public Service
Labour Relations Act, other than the Union, shall be permitted to have
membership dues and/or other monies deducted by the Employer from the pay of
employees in the bargaining unit.

17.06 The amounts deducted in accordance with clause 17.01 shall be remitted
to the Union by cheque within a reasonable period of time after deductions are
made and shall be accompanied by particulars identifying each employee and the
deductions made on each employee’ s behalf.

17.07 The Employer agrees to continue the past practice of making deductions
for other purposes on the basis of the production of appropriate documentation.

17.08 The Union agrees to indemnify and save the Employer harmless against
any claim or liability arising out of the application of this Article.

ARTICLE 18
HOURS OF WORK

18.01

**

@ The work week of employees shall be thirty-seven decimal five
(37.5) hours consisting of five (5) consecutive days, Monday to Friday
inclusive, and the normal scheduled hours of work each day shall be a
continuous period of seven decimal five (7.5) hours between the hours of
0700 and 1800 exclusive of an unpaid meal break and shall be
documented between every employee and their manager. Except as
provided in paragraph (c) below, such hours shall not vary from day to
day. Notwithstanding the above, for shipborne helicopter pilots, the
provisions of Article 45 shall apply.
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(b) At the request of the employee, the Employer may vary the daily hours of
work to make provision for a compressed work week.

(c) The Employer may change an employee’s normal scheduled hours of
work within 0700 hours and 1800 hours and where less than
twelve (12) working days notice is given such changes shall only be made
by mutual agreement between the employee and the Employer.

(d) The Employer will endeavor to give at least two (2) weeks notice to
helicopter pilots assigned to shipboard operations of sailing dates and
times and anticipated crew change dates, and as much notice as possible
of any revisions to such dates and times.

@ Flight time and flight duty time limitations for employees will be
governed by the Department of Transport Operations Manual when
operating (at the controls of) Department of Transport aircraft. When
operating other than Department of Transport aircraft, flight time and
duty time limitations will be governed by the policies and provisions of
the aircraft operator.

(b) For the purposes of the Article, in-flight inspections are considered to be
flight duty and flight timeis considered to include in-flight inspection
time. Flight duty time shall not commence in the event the employeeis
notified that aflight is delayed or cancelled prior to departure from the
employee’ sresidence or place of rest if in travel status.

18.03 All employees will submit monthly attendance registers. Periods of
absence and hours of overtime will be specified.

18.04 Subject to operational requirements, two (2) fifteen (15) minute rest
periods shall be provided during each work day.

ARTICLE 19
OVERTIME
Inthis Article:

“Overtime” meansin the case of afull-time employee, authorized work
performed in excess of the employee’ s normal scheduled hours of work.
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19.01 When an employeeisrequired to work overtime on a scheduled work
day, the employee shall be compensated on the basis of:

€)) time and one-half (1 1/2) for each hour worked in excess of
thirty-seven decimal five (37.5) hoursin any one work week;

and

(b) double-time (2) for al hours worked in excess of
seven decimal five (7.5) hour of overtime worked at
time and one-half (1 1/2) within any contiguous period.

19.02 When an employee has been required by the Employer to work overtime
on hisor her normal day of rest, the employee shall be compensated on the
basis of:

@ time and one-half (1 1/2) for the first seven decimal five (7.5) hours
worked;

and

(b) double-time (2) for all hours worked thereafter within any contiguous
period;

(c) except, an employee shall be compensated on the basis of double (2) time
for each hour worked on the second and each subsequent day of rest.

Second or subsequent day of rest means the second or subsequent day in an
unbroken series of consecutive and contiguous calendar days of rest.

19.03 For the purpose of clauses 19.01 and 19.02, al calculations for overtime
shall be based on each completed one-half (1/2) hour.

@ All overtime, premium pay or allowances earned under
Article 19-Overtime, Article 20-Travelling Time, Article 22-Designated
Paid Holidays, Article 43-Callback, Article 45-Shipboard and Specidl
Assignment Allowance, and Article 44-Standby, with the exception of the
one-hour of compensation under Article 44(b), shall accumulate as
compensatory leave at the sub-group and level at which it is earned. Such

Reasonable time
with pay, to be determined by management, shall be allowed the employeein
order that he or she may take ameal break either at or adjacent to his or her place
of work.

ARTICLE 20
TRAVELLING TIME

20.01 Where an employeeisrequired to travel to or from his or her
headquarters area, as normally defined by the Employer, the employee’ s method
of travel shall be determined by the Employer and the employee shall be
compensated in the following manner:

@ On anormal working day on which the employee travels but does not
work, the employee shall receive his or her regular pay for the day.

(b) On anormal working day on which the employee travels and works, the
employee shall earn:

(1) his or her regular pay for the day for a combined period of travel
and work not exceeding seven decimal five (7.5) hours,

(i) the applicable overtime rate for additional travel time in excess of
seven decimal five (7.5) hour period of work and travel, with a
maximum payment for such additional travel time not to exceed
12 hours' pay at the straight-time hourly rate of pay.

On aday of rest or on adesignated paid holiday, the employee shall be
paid at the applicable overtime rate for hours travelled to a maximum of
12 hours' at the straight-time hourly rate of pay.

if an employee is required to travel outside Canada or Continental USA:

(1) on anormal working day on which the employee travels and
works, he shall be paid:

(A) his regular pay for the day for a combined period of
travel and work not exceeding his regular scheduled
working hours,

and

(B) at the applicable overtime rate for additional travel time
in excess of seven decimal five (7.5) hour period of work
and travel, with a maximum payment for such additional
travel time not to exceed fifteen (15) hours pay at the

20.03 ThisArticle does not apply to an employee who is required to operate or
travel in any type of transport in the performance of duties and/or which also
serves as his or her living quarters during atour of duty. In such circumstances the

20.04 Travel Status Leave

@ An employee who isrequired to travel outside his or her headquarters
area on government business, as these expressions are defined by the
Employer, and is away from his permanent residence for forty (40) nights
during afiscal year shall be granted seven decimal five (7.5) hours of
time off with pay. The employee shall be credited with an additional
seven decimal five (7.5) hours of time off for each additional
twenty (20) nights that the employee is away from his or her permanent
residence to a maximum of eighty (80) nights.

21.01 Except as provided in this Article, the terms and conditions governing the
application of pay to employees are not affected by this Agreement.

21.02 Anemployeeisentitled to be paid, for services rendered, at:

@ the pay specified in Appendix “A” for the classification of the position to
which the employee is appointed, if the classification coincides with that
prescribed in the employee’ s certificate of appointment,

or

(b) the pay specified in Appendix “A” for the classification prescribed in
the employee’s certificate of appointment, if that classification and the
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classification of the position to which the employee is appointed do
not coincide.

The rates of pay set forth in Appendix “A” shall become effective on the
dates specified.

Where the rates of pay set forth in Appendix “A” have an effective date
prior to the date of signing of this Agreement, the following shall apply:

“retroactive period” for the purpose of subparagraphs (ii) to (v)
means the period from the effective date of the revision up to and
including the day before the collective agreement is signed or
when an arbitral award is rendered therefore;

of former employees who were employees in the group during
the retroactive period;

for initial appointments made during the retroactive period, the
rate of pay selected in the revised rates of pay isthe rate whichis
immediately below the rate of pay being received prior to the
revision;

shall be recalculated, in accordance with the Public Service
Terms and Conditions of Employment Regulations, using the
revised rates of pay. If the recalculated rate of pay isless than the
rate of pay the employee was previously receiving, the revised
rate of pay shall be the rate, which is nearest to, but not less than
the rate of pay being received prior to the revision. However,
where the recalculated rateis at alower step in the range, the new
rate shall be the rate of pay immediately below the rate of pay
being received prior to the revision;

no payment or no notification shall be made pursuant to
paragraph 21.03(b) for one dollar ($1.00) or less.

21.04 When an employeeisrequired by the Employer to substantially perform
the duties of a higher classification level on an acting basis for a period of at least
three (3) consecutive working days, the employee shall be paid acting pay
calculated from the date on which the employee commenced to act asif the
employee had been appointed to that higher classification level for the period in
which the employee acts.

21.05 If the Employer establishes and implements a new classification standard
which covers this group during the term of this Agreement, the Employer shall,
prior to applying rates of pay to the new levels resulting from the application of
the standard, negotiate with the Union the rates of pay and the rules affecting the
pay of employees on their movement to the new levels.

ARTICLE 22
DESIGNATED PAID HOLIDAYS

22.01 Subject to clause 22.02, the following days shall be designated paid
holidays for employees:

@ New Year's Day,
(b) Good Friday,
(© Easter Monday,

(d) the day fixed by proclamation of the Governor in Council for celebration
of the Sovereign’s Birthday,

(e Canada Day,
()] Labour Day,

(9) the day fixed by proclamation of the Governor in Council as a general
day of Thanksgiving,

(h) Remembrance Day,
(i) Christmas Day,

() Boxing Day,
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(k) one additional day in each year that, in the opinion of the Employer, is
recognized to be aprovincia or civic holiday in the areain which the
employee is employed or in any areawhere, in the opinion of the
Employer, no such day is recognized as aprovincia or civic holiday, the
first Monday in August,

and

) one additional day when proclaimed by an Act of Parliament asa
National Holiday.

22.02 Clause 22.01 does not apply to an employee who is absent without pay on
both the working day immediately preceding and the working day following the
designated paid Holiday, except in the case of an employee who is granted leave
without pay under the provisions of Article 16.

Holiday Falling on a Day of Rest

22.03 When aday designated as a paid Holiday under clause 22.01 coincides
with an employee’ s day of rest, the Holiday shall be moved to the employee’s
first scheduled working day following the employee’s day of rest.

22.04 When aday designated as a paid Holiday for an employee is moved to
another day under the provisions of clause 22.03,

@ work performed by an employee on the day from which the Holiday was
moved shall be considered as work performed on aday of rest,

and

(b) work performed by an employee on the day to which the Holiday was
moved, shall be considered as work performed on a Holiday.

Compensation for Work on a Holiday

22.05 WhereaCivil Aviation Inspector or an Engineering Test Pilot or a
shore-based Helicopter Pilot works on a Holiday, he or she shall be paid, in
addition to the pay that he or she would have been granted had he or she not
worked on a holiday, compensation for all hours worked by him or her on the
Holiday at one and one-half (1 1/2) times the rate of hisor her hourly
remuneration,
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or

when a Civil Aviation Inspector or a Engineering Test Pilot or a shore-based
Helicopter Pilot works on aHoliday, which is not his or her scheduled day of
work, but which is consecutive and contiguous to a day of rest on which he or she
also worked and received overtime he or she shall be paid in addition to the pay
that he or she would have been granted had he or she not worked on the holiday,
two (2) times his or her hourly rate of pay for all time worked.

Holiday Coinciding with a Day of Paid Leave

22.06 Whereaday that is adesignated Holiday for an employee falls within a
period of leave with pay, the Holiday shall not count as a day of leave.

ARTICLE 23
VACATION LEAVE

23.01 Thevacation year shall be from April 1% to March 31% of the following
calendar year, inclusive.

Accumulation of Vacation Leave Credits

23.02 Anemployee shall earn vacation |leave credits at the following rate for
each calendar month during which the employee receives pay for at least
ten (10) days:

@ one and one-quarter (1 1/4) days until the month in which the anniversary
of the employee's eighth (8") year of continuous employment occurs;

(b) one and two-thirds (1 2/3) days commencing with the month in which the
employee's eighth (8™ anniversary of continuous employment occurs;

(c) one and ten-twelfths (1 10/122 days commencing with the month in which
the employee' s sixteenth (16") anniversary of continuous employment
OCCUrs;

(d) one and eleven-twelfths (1 11/12) days commencing with the monthin
which the employee’ s seventeen (17") anniversary of continuous
employment occurs,
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(e two and one-twelfth (2 1/12) days commencing with the month in
which the employee’ s eighteenth (18™) anniversary of continuous
employment occurs;

()] two and three-twelfths (2 3/12) days commencing with the month in
which the employee’ s twenty-seventh (27") anniversary of continuous
employment occurs,

(9 two and one-half (2 1/2) days per month commencing with the month in
which the employee’ s twenty-eighth (28") anniversary of continuous
employment occurs.

Scheduling of Vacation Leave

23.03 Inscheduling vacation leave with pay to an employee the Employer shall,
subject to the operational requirements of the service as determined by the
Employer, make every reasonable effort:

@ not to recall an employee to duty after the employee has proceeded on
vacation leave;

(b) to schedule the employee’ s vacation leave during the vacation year in
which it is earned, if so requested by the employee not later than June 1;

(© to comply with any request made by an employee before January 31 that
the employee be permitted to use in the following fiscal year any period
of vacation leave of four (4) days or more earned by the employeein the
current year;

(d) to schedule the employee vacation leave for at least two (2) consecutive
weeksif so requested by the employee not later than June 1,

(e to schedule the employee’ s vacation leave on any other basis requested
by the employee if the employee makes his or her request not later than
June 1,

()] to schedule an employee vacation |eave when specified by the
employee if:

(1) the period of vacation leave requested is less than a week,
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and

(i) the employee gives the Employer at least two (2) days' advance
notice for each day of vacation leave requested.

23.04 The Employer may for good and sufficient reason grant vacation leave on
shorter notice than that provided for in clause 23.03.

23.05 Anemployee earns but is not entitled to receive vacation leave with pay
during the employee sfirst six (6) months of continuous employment.

23.06 Where, in respect of any period of vacation leave, an employee:

@ is granted bereavement leave,
or

(b) is granted leave with pay because of ilInessin the immediate family,
or

(c) Is granted sick leave on production of amedical certificate, which

includes the name, address and phone number of the attending physician,
and provided that the employee satisfies the Employer of this condition if
deemed necessary by the Employer,

the period of vacation leave so displaced shall either be added to the vacation
period if requested by the employee and approved by the Employer or reinstated
for use at alater date.

23.07 Carry-Over of Vacation Leave

@ Where in any vacation year al of the vacation leave credited to an
employee has not been scheduled, the employee may carry over into the
following vacation year up to a maximum of twenty-five (25) days
credits. All vacation leave credits in excess of twenty-five (25) days will
be paid in cash at the employee s daily rate of pay as calculated from the
classification prescribed in the employee’s certificate of appointment of
the employee’ s substantive position on the last day of the vacation year.
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(b) During any vacation year, upon application by the employee and at the
discretion of the Employer, earned but unused vacation leave creditsin
excess of fifteen (15) days may be paid in cash at the employee' sdaily
rate of pay as calculated from the classification prescribed in the
employee's certificate of appointment of the employee’ s substantive
position on March 31%, of the previous vacation year.

Recall from Vacation Leave

23.08 Where, during any period of vacation leave, an employeeisrecalled to
duty, the employee shall be reimbursed for reasonable expenses, as normally
defined by the Employer, that the employee incurs:

@ in proceeding to the employee' s place of duty,
and
(b) in returning to the place from which the employee was recalled if the

employee immediately resumes vacation upon completing the assignment
for which the employee was recalled,

after submitting such accounts as are normally required by the Employer.

23.09 The employee shall not be considered as being on vacation leave during
any period in respect of which the employee is entitled under clause 23.08 to be
reimbursed for reasonable expenses incurred by him or her.

Leave when Employment Terminates

23.10 Where an employee dies or otherwise terminates employment after a
period of continuous employment of not more than six (6) months, the employee
or the employee’ s estate shall be paid an amount equal to the earned but unused
vacation leave.

23.11 Subject to 23.12, where an employee dies or voluntarily terminates
employment or is terminated from employment after a period of continuous
employment of more than six (6) months, the employee or the employee’ s estate
shall, inlieu of earned but unused vacation leave, be paid an amount equal to the
product obtained by multiplying the number of days of earned but unused
vacation leave by the daily rate of pay applicable to the employee immediately
prior to the termination of employment.
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23.12 Notwithstanding clause 23.11, an employee whose employment is
terminated for cause pursuant to Section 12(1)(e) of the Financial Administration
Act by reason of abandonment of his or her position is entitled to receive the
payment referred to in clause 23.11 if the employee requests it within

six (6) months following the date upon which employment is terminated.

23.13 Advance Payments

The Employer agrees to issue advance payments of estimated net

salary or vacation periods of two (2) or more complete weeks, provided a
written request for such advance payment is received from the employee

at least six (6) weeks prior to the last day before the employee’' s vacation

period commences.

When an employee takes one (1) or more complete weeks of
compensatory leave in conjunction with the vacation |eave under
clause (), the Employer agrees to issue advance payments of estimated
net salary for the complete weeks in the combined period of
compensatory and vacation leave, provided awritten request for such
advance payment is received from the employee at least six (6) weeks
prior to the last day before the employee’ s period of leave commences.
The provisions of clause () will apply to the complete weeks in the
combined period of vacation and compensatory leave.

Providing the employee has been authorized to proceed on the leave
under clause (a) or (b), pay in advance of going on such leave shall be
made prior to departure. Any overpayment in respect of such pay
advances shall be an immediate first charge against any subsequent pay
entitlements and shall be recovered in full prior to any further payment
of salary.

Cancellation of Vacation Leave

23.14 When the Employer cancels or alters a period of vacation leave which it
has previously approved in writing, the Employer shall reimburse the employee
for the non-returnable portion of vacation contracts and reservations made by the
employee in respect of that period, subject to the presentation of such
documentation as the Employer may require. The employee must make every
reasonabl e attempt to mitigate any losses incurred and will provide proof of such
action to the Employer.
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23.15

@ Employees shall be credited a one-time entitlement of thirty-seven
decimal five (37.5) hours of vacation leave with pay on the first (1%) day
of the month following the employee’ s second (2") anniversary of
continuous employment.

(b) Transitional Provisions

Effective on the date of signing of this agreement, employees with more
than two (2) years of employment, shall be credited a one-time
entitlement of thirty-seven decimal five (37.5) hours of vacation leave
with pay.

(© The vacation leave credits provided in clauses 23.15(a) and (b) above
shall be excluded from the application of paragraph 23.07 dealing with
the Carry-over of Vacation Leave.

ARTICLE 24
SICK LEAVE

Credits

24.01 Anemployee shall earn sick leave credits at the rate of
one and one-quarter (1 1/4) days for each calendar month for which the employee
receives pay for at least ten (10) days.

24.02 Anemployee shall be granted sick |eave with pay when the employeeis
unable to perform his or her duties because of illness or injury provided that:

@ he or she satisfies the Employer of this condition in such a manner and at
such atime as may be determined by the Employer,

and

(b) he or she has the necessary sick leave credits.

**

24.03 Unless otherwise informed by the Employer, a statement signed by the
employee describing the nature of illness or injury and stating that because of this
illness or injury the employee was unable to perform his or her duties shall, when
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delivered to the Employer, be considered as meeting the requirements of
clause 24.02(a).

24.04 An employee shall not be granted sick leave with pay during any period
in which the employeeis on leave of absence without pay, or under suspension.

24.05 When an employee is granted sick leave with pay and injury-on-duty
leave is subsequently approved for the same period, it shall be considered for the
purpose of the record of sick leave credits that the employee was not granted sick
leave with pay.

24.06 Where an employee has insufficient or no creditsto cover the granting of
sick leave with pay under the provisions of clause 24.02, sick leave with pay may,
at the discretion of the Employer, be granted:

@ for aperiod of up to twenty-five (25) days if the employeeis awaiting a
decision on an application for injury-on-duty leave,

or

(b) for aperiod of up to fifteen (15) daysif the employee has not submitted
an application for injury-on-duty leave,

subject to the deduction of such advanced leave from any sick leave credits
subsequently earned.

ARTICLE 25
OTHER LEAVE WITH OR WITHOUT PAY

25.01 Inrespect of any requests for leave under this Article, the employee,
when required by the Employer, must provide satisfactory validation of the
circumstances necessitating such requests, in such manner and at such time as
may be determined by the Employer and confirmed in writing.

When amember of the employee’ simmediate family dies, an employee
shall be entitled to a bereavement period of four (4) consecutive calendar
days which must include the day of the funeral. During such period the
employee shall be paid for those days which are not regularly scheduled
days of rest for that employee. In addition, the employee may be granted
up to three (3) days’ leave with pay for the purpose of travel related to
the death.

An employeeisentitled up to one (1) day’s bereavement leave with pay
for the purpose related to the death of the employee’ s son-in-law,
daughter-in-law, brother-in-law or sister-in-law.

It is recognized by the parties that the circumstances which call for leave
in respect of bereavement are based on individual circumstances. On
request, the deputy head of a department may, after considering the
particular circumstances involved, grant leave with pay for aperiod
greater than that provided for in sub-clauses 25.02(a) and (b).

25.03 Court Leave with Pay

The Employer shall grant leave with pay to an employee for the period of time the
employeeis required:

Where an employee participates as a candidate in a personnel selection process
for aposition in the Public Service, as defined in the Public Service Labour
Relations Act, the employeeis entitled to leave of absence with pay for the period
during which the employee' s presence is required for purposes of the selection
process, and for such further period as the Employer considers reasonable for the
employee to travel to and from the place where the employee’ s presenceis so
required. Remuneration in these circumstances shall be limited to regular salary.

25.05 Injury-on-Duty Leave With Pay

An employee shall be granted injury-on-duty leave with pay for such reasonable
period as may be determined by the Employer when a claim has been made
pursuant to the Government Employees’ Compensation Act, and a Workers'
Compensation authority has notified the Employer that it has certified that the
employee is unable to work because of:

@ personal injury received in the performance of the employee’'s duties and
not caused by willful misconduct,

or

(b) an industrial illness or a disease arising out of and in the course of the
employee’ s employment,

if the employee agreesto remit to the Receiver General for Canada any amount
received by the employee in compensation for loss of pay resulting from or in

employee’ s agent has paid the premium.

25.06 Examination Leave With Pay

Leave of absence with pay to write examinations may be granted by the Employer
to an employee. Such leave will be granted only where in the opinion of the
Employer the course of study isdirectly related to the employee’ s duties or will
improve the employee’ s qualifications.

An employee who becomes pregnant shall, upon request, be granted
maternity leave without pay for a period beginning before, on or after the
termination date of pregnancy and ending not later than

(i) where the employee has not yet proceeded on maternity leave
without pay and her newborn child is hospitalized,

or

(i) where the employee has proceeded on maternity |eave without

25.13 Leave Without Pay for the Care and Nurturing of Preschool Age

shall be granted leave without pay for the care and nurturing of the employee’s
preschool age children in accordance with the following conditions:

An employeeis entitled to leave without pay for family-related needs
only once under each of (a) and (b) of this clause during the employee’'s
total period of employment in the Public Service. Leave without pay
granted under this clause may not be used in combination with maternity,
paternity or adoption leave without the consent of the Employer.

Leave without pay granted under (a) of this clause shall be counted for
the calculation of “continuous employment” for the purpose of
calculating severance pay and vacation leave for the employee involved.
Time spent on such leave shall be counted for pay increment purpose.

Leave without pay granted under (b) of this clause shall be deducted
from the cal culation of “continuous employment” for the purpose of
calculating severance pay and vacation leave for the employee
involved. Time spent on such leave shall not be counted for pay
increment purposes.
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25.15 Leave Without Pay for Relocation of Spouse

@ At the request of an employee, leave without pay for a period up
to one (1) year shall be granted to an employee whose spouse is
permanently relocated and up to five (5) years to an employee
whose spouse is temporarily relocated.

(b) Leave without pay granted under this clause shall be deducted from the
calculation of “continuous employment” for the purpose of calculating
severance pay and vacation leave for the employee involved except where
the period of such leave is less than three (3) months. Time spent on such
leave which is for a period of more than three (3) months shall not be
counted for pay increment purposes.

25.16 Leave With Pay for Family-Related Responsibilities

@ For the purpose of this clause, family is defined as spouse (or
common-law spouse resident with the employee), children (including
children of legal or common-law spouse), parents (including stepparents
or foster parents), or any relative permanently residing in the employee’s
household or with whom the employee permanently resides.

At its discretion, the Employer may grant leave with or without pay for purposes
other than those specified in this Agreement.

Subject to operational requirements as determined by the Employer and with an
advance notice of at least five (5) working days, the employee shall be granted, in
each fiscal year, asingle period of up to seven decimal five (7.5) hours of leave
with pay for reasons of a personal nature.

The leave will be scheduled at times convenient to both the employee and the
Employer. Nevertheless, the Employer shall make every reasonable effort to grant
the leaves at such times as the employee may request.

25.19 Volunteer Leave

Subject to operational requirements as determined by the Employer and with an
advance notice of at least five (5) working days, the employee shall be granted, in
each fiscal year, asingle period of up to seven decimal five (7.5) hours of leave
with pay to work as a volunteer for a charitable or community organization or
activity, other than for activities related to the Government of Canada Workplace
Charitable Campaign.

The leave will be scheduled at times convenient both to the employee and the
Employer. Nevertheless, the Employer shall make every reasonable effort to grant
the leaves at such times as the employee may request.
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ARTICLE 26
DISCRIMINATION

26.01 Itisagreed that there shall be no discrimination with respect to an
employee by reason of age, race, creed, colour, national origin, political or
religious affiliation, sex, sexual orientation, membership or activity in the Union.

ARTICLE 27
LEAVE - GENERAL

27.01  When the employment of an employee who has been granted more
vacation or sick leave with pay than the employee has earned is terminated by
death, the employee is considered to have earned the amount of |eave with pay
granted to him or her.

27.02  When the employment of an employee who has been granted more
vacation or sick leave with pay than the employee has earned is terminated by
lay-off, the employee is considered to have earned the amount of leave with pay
granted if at the time of lay-off the employee has completed two (2) or more years
of continuous employment.

27.03 Anemployeeisentitled, once in each quarter, to be informed, upon
request, of the balance of hisor her leave credits.

27.04 Theamount of leave with pay credited to an employee by the Employer at
the time when this Agreement is signed, or at the time when the employee
becomes subject to this Agreement, shall be retained by the employee.

27.05 Leave shall be granted only in respect of time the employee would be
otherwise scheduled to work at straight-time rates.

27.06 Anemployeeis not entitled to leave with pay during periods when the
employee is on leave without pay or under suspension.

27.07 Anemployee shall not be granted two different types of leave with pay at
the same time.

27.08 Anemployee shall not earn leave credits under this Collective Agreement
in any month for which leave has already been credited to the employee under the
terms of any other collective agreement to which the Employer is a party.
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**

27.09 Leave creditswill be earned on a basis of aday being equal to seven
decimal five (7.5) hours.

**

27.10 When leaveisgranted, it will be granted on an hourly basis and the hours
debited for each day of leave shall be the same as the hours the employee would
normally have been scheduled to work on that day, except for Bereavement Leave
With Pay where aday is acalendar day.

**

27.11 When an employeeis granted a day of leave, such employee will not be
scheduled for work on that day without mutual agreement.

ARTICLE 28
SEVERANCE PAY

Lay-off

**

28.01

(i)  Onthefirst (1%) lay-off two (2) weeks pay for the first (1%)
complete year of continuous employment and one (1) week’ s pay
for each additional complete year of continuous employment and,
in the case of apartial year of continuous employment, one (1)
week’ s pay multiplied by the number of days of continuous
employment divided by three hundred and sixty-five (365).

(i) On second (2™) or subsequent lay-off one (1) week’s pay for
each complete year of continuous employment and, in the case of
apartia year of continuous employment, one (1) week’s pay
multiplied by the number of days of continuous employment
divided by three hundred and sixty-five (365), less any period in
respect of which the employee was granted severance pay under

sub-paragraph (i).
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Resignation

**

28.02 On resignation, subject to clause 28.05 and with ten (10) or more years of
continuous employment, one-half (1/2) week’ s pay for each complete year of
continuous employment up to a maximum of twenty-six (26) years with a
maximum benefit of thirteen (13) weeks' pay.

Retirement

**

28.03

(1) On retirement, when an employee is entitled to an immediate
annuity under the Public Service Superannuation Act or when the
employeeis entitled to an immediate annual allowance, under the
Public Service Superannuation Act,

or

(i) a part-time employee, who regularly works more than thirteen
decimal five (13.5) but less than thirty (30) hours aweek, and
who, if he or she were a contributor under the Public Service
Superannuation Act, would be entitled to an immediate annuity
thereunder, or who would have been entitled to an immediate
annual allowance if he or she were a contributor under the Public
Service Superannuation Act,

a severance payment in respect of the employee’ s complete period of
continuous employment, comprised of one (1) week’s pay for each
complete year of continuous employment and, in the case of a partia year
of continuous employment, one (1) week’ s pay multiplied by the number
of days of continuous employment divided by three hundred and
sixty-five (365), to a maximum of thirty (30) weeks' pay.

Severance Pay on Death

**

28.04 If an employee dies, there shall be paid to the employee’' s estate a
severance payment in respect of the employee’ s complete period of continuous
employment, comprised of one (1) week’s pay for each complete year of
continuous employment and, in the case of a partial year of continuous
employment, one (1) week’s pay multiplied by the number of days of continuous
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employment divided by three hundred and sixty-five (365), to a maximum of
thirty (30) weeks' pay, regardless of any other benefit payable.

**

28.05 Severance benefits payable to an employee under this Article shall be
reduced by any period of continuous employment in respect of which the
employee was already granted any type of termination benefit. Under no
circumstances shall the maximum severance pay provided under this Article be
pyramided.

ARTICLE 29
EMPLOYEE PERFORMANCE REVIEW

29.01 Anemployee shall be given an opportunity to sign any formal review of
his or her performance, and shall also be given an opportunity to sign all adverse
reports pertaining to the performance of his or her duties and shall be provided a
copy of the report.

29.02 Any document, relating to disciplinary action, which may have been
placed on the personnél file of an employee, shall be destroyed after two (2) years
have elapsed since the infraction took place; provided that no further occurrence
of disciplinary action has been recorded during this period.

29.03 Twice per year, upon written request by an employee, the personnel
file(s) of that employee shall be made available within ten (10) working days for
his/her examination in the presence of an authorized representative of the
Employer.

ARTICLE 30
SAFETY AND HEALTH

30.01 The Employer shall continue to ensure that reasonable provisions are
made for the occupational safety and health of employees. The Employer will
wel come suggestions on the subject from the Union and the parties undertake to
consult with aview to adopting and expeditiously carrying out reasonable
procedures and techniques designed or intended to prevent or reduce the risk of
employment injury.
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ARTICLE 31
IMMUNIZATION

31.01 The Employer agreesto continue the present practice of providing an
employee with immunization against communicabl e diseases when such
immunization is a requirement to obtain a passport for travel in the performance
of duties outside Canada.

ARTICLE 32
PUBLICATIONS

32.01 The Employer agreesto continue the present practice of ensuring that
employees have ready access to al publications considered necessary to their
work by the Employer.

*ARTICLE 33
STATEMENT OF DUTIES

33.01 Upon written request, an employee shall be provided with a complete and
current statement of the duties and responsibilities of his or her position, including
the classification level and, where applicable, the point rating allotted by factor to
his or her position, and an organization chart depicting the position’s place in the
organization.

ARTICLE 34
AVIATION AIRCREW ALLOWANCE (AAA)

34.01 Preamble

In an effort to resolve recruitment and/or retention problems, the Employer will
provide an allowance for the performance of duties to incumbents of positionsin
the Aircraft Operations bargaining unit.
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34.02 Eligibility

Employees who are incumbents of positions (either on a substantive basis or
acting appointment basis) in the Aircraft Operations bargaining unit shall be
entitled to an Aviation Aircrew Allowance (AAA).

34.03 Application

**

A.

(1) Incumbents of positions identified above shall be eligible to
receive the following annualized Aviation Aircrew Allowance to
be paid biweekly:

Effective January 26, 2004: $4,920;
Effective January 26, 2005: $5,031,;
Effective January 26, 2006: $5,152;
Effective January 26, 2007: $5,281.

(i) The Allowance specified above does not form part of an
employee s salary.

@iii)  Anemployee shal be paid the Allowance for each calendar
month for which the employee receives at least ten (10) days pay
as an incumbent of a position in the AO bargaining unit.

B. Part-time employees shall be entitled to the Allowance on a pro rata basis.

C. The parties agree that disputes arising from the application of this Article
may be subject to consultation.

ARTICLE 35
GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE

35.01 Incasesof alleged misinterpretation or misapplication arising out of
agreements concluded by the National Joint Council of the Public Service on
items which may be included in a collective agreement and which the NJC parties
have endorsed, the grievance procedure will be in accordance with Section 14 of
the NJC By-Laws.
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35.02 If he or she so desires an employee may be assisted and/or represented by
the Union when presenting a grievance at any step.

35.03 An employee who wishes to present a grievance at any prescribed step in
the grievance procedure, shall transmit this grievance to his or her immediate
supervisor or local officer-in-charge who shall forthwith:

@ forward the grievance to the representative of the Employer authorized to
deal with grievances at the appropriate step,

and

(b) provide the employee with arecelipt stating the date on which the
grievance was received by him or her.

35.04 A grievance of an employee shall not be deemed to be invalid by
reason only of the fact that it is not in accordance with the form supplied by
the Employer.

**

35.05 Subject to and as provided in Section 208 of the Public Service Labour
Relations Act, an employee who feels that he or she has been treated unjustly
or considers himself or herself aggrieved by an action or lack of action by the
Employer in matters other than those arising from the classification processis
entitled to present a grievance in the manner prescribed in clause 35.03,

except that:

@ where there is another administrative procedure provided by or under any
Act of Parliament to deal with the employee’'s specific complaint such
procedure must be followed,

and

(b) where the grievance relates to the interpretation or application of this
Collective Agreement or an arbitral award, the employee is not entitled to
present the grievance unless the employee has the approval of and is
represented by the Union.

35.06 There shall be no more than a maximum of four (4) stepsin the grievance
procedure. These steps shall be as follows:

@ Step 1 - first level of management;
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(b) Step 2 - (and 3 in departments or agencies where such astep is
established) - intermediate step(s);

(c) Final Step - Chief Executive or authorized representative.

35.07 The Employer shall designate a representative at each step in the
grievance procedure and shall inform each employee to whom the procedure
applies of the name or title of the person so designated together with the name or
title and address of the immediate supervisor or local officer-in-charge to whom a
grievance is to be presented.

This information shall be communicated to employees by means of notices posted
by the Employer in places where such notices are most likely to come to the
attention of the employees to whom the grievance procedure applies, or otherwise
as determined by agreement between the Employer and the Union.

35.08 TheUnion shall have the right to consult with the Employer with respect
to agrievance at each or any step of the grievance procedure.

35.09 Anemployee may present a grievance to the first step of the procedurein
the manner prescribed in clause 35.03, not later than the twenty-fifth (25") day
after the date on which the employee is notified orally or in writing or on which
the employee first becomes aware of the action or circumstances giving rise

to grievance.

35.10 Anemployee may present a grievance at each succeeding step in the
grievance procedure beyond the first step either:

@ where the decision or settlement is not satisfactory to the employee,
within ten (10) days after that decision or settlement has been conveyed
in writing to the employee by the Employer,

or

(b) where the Employer has not conveyed a decision to the employee within
the time prescribed in clause 35.11, within ten (10) days following the
last day on which the Employer was due to convey a decision.

35.11 The Employer shall normally reply to an employee' s grievance at any
step of the grievance procedure, except the final step, within ten (10) days after
the grievance is presented, and within thirty (30) days where the grievance is
presented at the final step.
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35.12  Where an employee has been represented by the Union in the presentation
of hisor her grievance, the Employer will provide the appropriate representative
of the Union with a copy of the Employer’s decision at each step of the

grievance procedure at the same time that the Employer’s decision is conveyed

to the employee.

**

35.13 Thedecision given by the Employer at the final step in the grievance
shall be final and binding upon the employee for all purposes of the Public
Service Labour Relations Act, unless the grievance is one which may be referred
to adjudication.

35.14 Indetermining the time within which any action is to be taken as
prescribed in this procedure, Saturdays, Sundays and designated holidays
shall be excluded.

35.15 Wherethe provisions of clause 35.03 cannot be complied withand itis
necessary to present a grievance by mail, the grievance shall be deemed to have
been presented on the day on which it is postmarked and it shall be deemed to
have been received by the Employer on the day it is delivered to the appropriate
office of the department or agency concerned. Similarly the Employer shall be
deemed to have delivered areply at any step on the date on which the letter
containing the reply is postmarked, but the time limit within which the grievor
may present hisor her grievance at the next higher step shall be calculated from
the date on which the Employer’ s reply was delivered to the address shown on the
grievance form.

35.16 Thetime limits stipulated in this procedure may be extended by mutual
agreement between the Employer and the employee and, where appropriate, the
Union representative, except as provided in clause 35.18.

35.17 Whereit appears that the nature of the grievance is such that a decision
cannot be given below a particular step of authority, any or al the steps except the
final step may be eliminated by agreement of the Employer and the employee,
and, where applicable, the Union.

**

35.18 Where the Employer demotes or terminates an employee for cause
pursuant to paragraph 12(1)(c), (d) or (e) of the Financial Administration Act, the
grievance procedure set forth in this Agreement shall apply except that:

@ the grievance may be presented at the final step only,
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and

(b) the thirty (30)-day time limit within which the Employer isto reply at
the final step may be extended to a maximum of forty (40) days by
mutual agreement of the Employer and the appropriate representative of
the Union.

35.19 Anemployee may by written notice to his or her immediate supervisor or
officer-in-charge abandon a grievance.

35.20 Any employee who fails to present a grievance to the next higher step
within the prescribed time limits shall be deemed to have abandoned the
grievance unless, due to circumstances beyond the employee’s control, the
employee was unable to comply with the prescribed time limits.

35.21 No person shall seek by intimidation, by threat of dismissal or by any
other kind of threat to cause an employee to abandon his or her grievance or
refrain from exercising his or her right to present a grievance, as provided in this
Collective Agreement.

35.22 Where an employee has presented a grievance up to and including the
final step in the grievance procedure with respect to:

@ the interpretation or application in respect of the employee of a
provision of this Collective Agreement or arelated arbitral award,

or

(b) disciplinary action resulting in discharge, suspension or a
financia penalty,

**

and the employee’ s grievance has not been dealt with to the employee’s
satisfaction, the employee may refer the grievance to adjudication in accordance
with the provisions of the Public Service Labour Relations Act and Regulations.

35.23 Where a grievance that may be presented by an employee to adjudication
isagrievance relating to the interpretation or application in respect of him or her
of aprovision of this Agreement or an arbitral award, the employee is not
entitled to refer the grievance to adjudication unless the Union signifiesin
prescribed manner:

@ its approval of the reference of the grievance to adjudication,
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(b) its willingness to represent the employee in the adjudication proceedings.

ARTICLE 36
JOINT CONSULTATION

36.01 The parties acknowledge the mutual benefits to be derived from joint
consultation and will consult on matters of common interest.

36.02 Subjects that may be determined as appropriate for joint consultation will
be by mutual agreement of the parties.

National Consultation

36.03

@ To facilitate discussions on matters of mutual interest outside the terms of
the Collective Agreement including training and career development, the
Employer will recognize an Aircraft Operations Group Committee of the
Union for the purpose of consulting with management. Representation at
such meetings will normally be limited to five (5) representatives from
each party, or as mutually agreed. It is agreed that the first of such
meetings will be held within three (3) months of the date of the signing
of this Agreement, and thereafter as determined by mutual agreement.

(b) Consultation may take place for the purpose of providing information,
discussing the application of policy or airing problems to promote
understanding, but it is expressly understood that no commitment may be
made by either party on a subject that is not within their authority or
jurisdiction, nor shall any commitment made be construed as to alter,
amend, add to or modify the terms of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 37
CONTRACTING OUT

37.01 The Employer will continue past practicein giving al reasonable
consideration to continued employment in the Public Service of employees who
would otherwise become redundant because work is contracted out.
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ARTICLE 38
ILLEGAL STRIKES

**

38.01 The Public Service Labour Relations Act provides penalties for engaging
inillegal strikes. Both parties agree that disciplinary action may also be taken,
which will include penalties up to and including discharge, for participation in an
illegal strike as defined in the Public Service Labour Relations Act.

ARTICLE 39
AGREEMENT RE-OPENER

39.01 This Agreement may be amended by mutual consent. If either party
wishes to amend or vary this Agreement, it shall give to the other party notice of
any amendment proposed and the parties shall meet and discuss such proposal not
later than one calendar month after receipt of such notice.

ARTICLE 40
LOSS OF LICENCE

40.01 The Employer agrees, where an employee permanently loses his or her
Flight Crew Licence due to medical or proficiency reasons, to continue the
present practice of making every reasonable effort to find suitable employment
either within the department or elsewhere in the Public Service.

40.02 Where an employee, who has been denied renewal of hisor her Flight
Crew licence on the grounds that he or she does not meet the prescribed medical
standards, appliesfor areview of hisor her caseto the Civil Aviation Medical
Advisory Panel, the Employer will reimburse the employee for the cost of any
additional medical examinations which he or sheisrequired to undergo.
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ARTICLE 41
LICENCE AND MEDICAL FEES

41.01 The Employer shall reimburse an employee for his or her payment of fees
incurred in:

@ obtaining medical examinations, including but not limited to
electrocardiograms, specialist reports and x-rays, when required
by the licencing authority, for the purpose of the renewal of aFlight
Crew licence;

and

(b) renewing his or her Flight Crew licence including ratings and
endorsements thereto, when required by the Employer as a condition for
the continuation of the performance of the duties of his or her position.

ARTICLE 42
NATIONAL JOINT COUNCIL AGREEMENTS

**

42.01 Agreements concluded by the National Joint Council of the Public
Service on items which may be included in a collective agreement, and which the
parties to this agreement have endorsed after December 6, 1978, will form part of
this collective agreement, subject to the Public Service Labour Relations Act
(PSLRA) and any legislation by Parliament that has been or may be, as the case
may be, established pursuant to any Act specified in Section 113(b) of the
PSLRA.

**

42.02 NJC itemswhich may beincluded in a collective agreement are those
items which the parties to the NJC agreements have designated as such or upon
which the Chairman of the Public Service Labour Relations Board has made a
ruling pursuant to clause (c) of the NJC Memorandum of Understanding which
became effective on December 6, 1978.
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ARTICLE 43
CALL-BACK

43.01 If an employee on adesignated holiday or aday of rest or after he or she
has completed his or her work for the day and has left his or her place of work

is caled back to work and returns to work he or she shall be entitled to the
greater of:

@ compensation at the applicable overtime rate for any time worked,
(b) compensation equivalent to four (4) hours' pay at the straight-time rate.

Time spent by an employee reporting to work or returning to his or her residence
shall not constitute time worked.

43.02 Anemployee who receives acall to duty or responds to a telephone or
dataline call on adesignated holiday or aday of rest or after he or she has
completed his or her work for the day, may, at the discretion of the Employer,
work at the employee’' s residence or at another place to which the Employer
agrees. In such instances, the employee shall be paid the greater of:

@ compensation at the applicable overtime rate for any time worked,
or

(b) compensation equivalent to one (1) hour’s pay at the straight-time rate,
which shall apply only the first time an employee performs work during
an eight-hour period, starting when the employee first commences
the work.

ARTICLE 44
STANDBY
44.01
@ An employee will be considered to be on standby when the Employer
requires that employee to be available at a known telecommunications

link number and able to perform authorized work during off-duty hours
for hisor her designated period of standby duty.
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An employee on standby shall be compensated at the rate of one (1) hour
for each eight (8) consecutive hours or portion thereof that the employee
has been designated as being on standby duty.

The compensation referred to in (b) shall be made in cash. However, at
the request of the employee and the discretion of the Employer, the
compensation may be in the form of compensatory leave.

No compensation shall be made for the total period of standby duty if the
employee is unable to report for duty when required.

An employee on standby who receives a call to duty and who performs
authorized work shall be credited with compensatory leave in accordance
with Article 43 and shall continue to receive compensation under this
clause for the balance of the period of standby duty in which he or sheis
called to duty.

Upon recommencement of standby duty following a period in which an
employee has been recalled to work or received a call to duty subject to
clause 44.01(e) he or she will recommence to earn standby compensation
under the provisions of paragraph (b) of this clause.

When there is a known requirement for standby duties on a continuing
basis the Employer will endeavour to distribute the standby duties on an
equitable basis among qualified available employees.

ARTICLE 45
SHIPBOARD AND SPECIAL ASSIGNMENT ALLOWANCE

45.01 A Héelicopter Pilot shall receive aweekly allowance of thirty (30) hours at
time and one-half (1 1/2) for each period of seven (7) consecutive days in which
he or sheisrequired to undertake shipboard or special assignment duties, and
periods of less than seven (7) consecutive days on shipboard or special
assignment duties will be pro-rated, provided that:

@

such allowance shall not apply to Helicopter Pilots receiving Isolated Post
Allowance or any other special allowance for hardship and isolation,
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and

such alowanceisin lieu of daily or weekly overtime, call-back, standby
and all premium pay for work on days of rest and designated holidays,

the Special Assignment Allowance for helicopter operations applies to
operations north of fifty-five (55°) degrees latitude north,

subject to operational requirements, as determined by the Employer,
compensation earned under clause 45.01 may, at the request of the
Employer or the employee, and with reasonable notice, be granted in
leave at time mutually convenient,

when a Helicopter Pilot on shipboard or specia assignment works on a
designated paid holiday he or she shall be credited with one day of leave
with pay in lieu of the holiday.

ARTICLE 46
EXTRA DUTY ALLOWANCE

Subject to clause (b) of this Article, all employees in the bargaining unit
shall be paid the following Extra Duty Allowance:

Effective January 26, 2004: $6,970;
Effective January 26, 2005: $7,127,
Effective January 26, 2006: $7,298;
Effective January 26, 2007: $7,480.

The requirements for eigibility to receive Extra Duty Allowance and the
timing of payments shall be the same as those contained in Transport
Canada’ s Professional Aviation Currency Program for Civil Aviation
Inspectors (formerly referred to as the Professional Currency Programs
for Civil Aviation Inspectors) and the TSB Policy on CAl Professional
Aviation Currency.

Extra Duty Allowance shall form part of pay for purposes of the Public
Service Superannuation Act (PSSA), Disability Insurance Act (DI) and
the Public Service Management Insurance Plan (PSMIP).
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ARTICLE 47
PROFESSIONAL AVIATION CURRENCY

47.01 The parties agree that the maintenance of Professional Aviation Currency
is necessary for the Employer to fulfil its mandate and for employeesto carry out
their duties.

47.02 The Employer shall provide each medically fit Civil Aviation Inspector
(CAI) with the opportunity to maintain his’her Professional Aviation Currency
through the use of Departmental aircraft or an approved alternate professional
currency program.

47.03 Professional Aviation Currency is deemed to have been met asa
minimum, by the possession and maintenance of the Airline Transport Pilot
Licence (ATPL) and Group 1 or Group 4 Instrument Rating/Pilot Proficiency
Check or aCommercial Helicopter Pilot Licence and Group 4 Instrument
Rating/Pilot Proficiency Check.

47.04 The Employer shall assign each employee in accordance with the criteria
and procedures established between the Employer and the Union to a Professional
Aviation Currency Program.

47.05 With the exception of 47.04 above all changes to the Transport Canada
Professiona Aviation Currency Policy for Civil Aviation Inspectors and the TSB
policy on CAl Professional Aviation Currency shall be accomplished by means of
mutual agreement between the parties.

ARTICLE 48
AVIATION OCCURRENCE INVESTIGATION

48.01 Where an employeeisinvolved in an accident or incident related to the
operation of an aircraft while performing his duties, the employee may be
removed from flying status and assigned alternate duties pending the outcome of
any investigation into the accident or incident undertaken by the Employer or the
Canadian Transportation Accident Investigation and Safety Board (CTAISB)

or both.

48.02 If after seven (7) days the employee has not been returned to all duties,
including flying status, written notification must be provided along with the
reasons therefore, to the employee with a copy to the Union.
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48.03 Incasesinvolving aircraft accidents or incidents the employee will not be
required to commit orally or in writing to the Employer for a period of
twenty-four (24) hours following the accident or incident unless the employee has
the opportunity to be represented by the Union and has been afforded the
opportunity of amedical examination by amedical examiner approved by the
Union and the Employer.

48.04 Where an investigation is undertaken by the Employer, pursuant to the
above, every effort shall be made to issue aformal report within three (3) months.

48.05 Both the employee involved and the Union will be informed on aregular
basis of the course of such an investigation and will be provided with a copy of
any interim or final report resulting therefrom.

48.06 Where an employee provides information or evidence to an investigation
for the purposes of determining the circumstances and/or cause of an aviation
accident or incident such information will be used exclusively for the purposes of
flight safety and shall not be used against any person in any legal or disciplinary
proceedings except as provided for in accordance with the Canadian
Transportation Accident Investigation and Safety Board (CTAISB) Act.

48.07 Wheredisciplinary action is considered following the issuance of an
accident or incident investigation report, the provisions of Article 35.09 shall be
applicable from the date of issue of such report.

ARTICLE 49
STANDARDS OF DISCIPLINE

49.01 Anemployee shall be notified in writing of any investigation that may
result in disciplinary action being taken against the employee by the Employer.
Such notice shall contain a description of the allegations and make known the
office and/or individuals that will be carrying out such investigation.

49.02 When an employeeis required to attend a meeting, the purpose of which
isto conduct a disciplinary hearing concerning him or her or to render a
disciplinary decision concerning him or her, the employeeis entitled to have, at
his or her request, a representative of the Canadian Federal Pilots Association
(CFPA) attend the meeting. The employee shall be advised by the Employer of
his or her right to Union representation. The employee shall receive a minimum of
one (1) day’ s notice of such a meeting.
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49.03 The Employer shall notify the local representative of the CFPA as soon as
possible that such suspension or termination has occurred.

49.04 The Employer agrees not to introduce as evidence in a hearing relating to
disciplinary action any document from the file of an employee the content of
which the employee was not aware of at the time of filing or within areasonable
period thereafter.

49.05 Subject to the Accessto Information Act and Privacy Act, the Employer
will provide the employee access to the information used during the disciplinary
investigation.

ARTICLE 50
DEVELOPMENT TRAINING OR EDUCATION

50.01 Developmental training or education, including attendance at certain
seminars, symposiums and conferences, represents opportunities for development
to the employee beyond that which the Employer requires of the employee to
maintain the employee’ s competency in the employee’s current position.
Specifically, developmental training and education is employee requested not
Employer required.

50.02 Where developmental training or education is arranged by the Employer
and an employee is given the opportunity to attend, the employee shall be
informed in advance of what islikely to be involved in respect of the employee’'s
personal time above and beyond the employee’ s normal hours of work both in
respect of travel and attendance at such activities.

50.03 Developmental training or education opportunities do not always

associ ate themselves with the normal hours of work. If the employee wishesto be
given the opportunity to attend and is permitted to do so, the employee shall only
be entitled to normal travel expensesincurred and regular salary and in these
circumstances the overtime and traveling time provisions of the collective
agreement will not apply.
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ARTICLE 51
EMPLOYEES ON PREMISES OF OTHER EMPLOYERS

51.01 If employees are prevented from performing their duties because of a
strike or lock-out on the premises of another employer, the employees shall report
the matter to the Employer, and the Employer will make reasonable efforts to
ensure that such employees are employed elsewhere, so that they shall receive
their regular pay and benefits to which they would normally be entitled.

ARTICLE 52
JOB SECURITY

52.01 Subject to the willingness and capacity of individual employees to accept
relocation and retraining, the Employer will make every reasonable effort to
ensure that any reduction in the work force will be accomplished through attrition.

ARTICLE 53
LEGAL ASSISTANCE

53.01 The Employer shall provide legal advice and assistance to an employee
who isrequired to appear at a coroner’sinquest or judicial/magisterial inquiry, or
who isaparty to or isrequired to attend as a witness at a civil or criminal lega
action, arising out of the performance of the employee’' s duties.

53.02 If the employee so desires, he or she may select legal counsel of hisor her
choice, and the legal fees for such representation shall be borne by the employee.
Where, in the opinion of the Employer, aconflict of interest may exist, the
Employer shall pay the legal feesfor such representation, in accordance with the
schedule of fees established for agents of the Department of Justice.

ARTICLE 54
DURATION AND RENEWAL

54.01 Theduration of this Collective Agreement shall be from the date it is
signed to January 25, 2008.
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54.02 Unless otherwise expressly stipulated the provisions of this Agreement
shall become effective on the date it is signed.

1.

The pay increment period for employees in these scales of ratesis
one (1) year and a pay increment shall be the next rate in the scale of
rates.

Subject to Pay Note 3, the pay increment date for an employee appointed
to aposition in the bargaining unit on promotion, demotion or from
outside the Public Service after February 22, 1982, shall be the
anniversary date of such appointment. The anniversary date for an
employee who was appointed to a position in the bargaining unit prior to
February 22, 1982 remains unchanged.

Part-time employees shall be eligible to receive a pay increment when the
employee has worked atotal of nineteen hundred and fifty (1950) hours
at the hourly rate of pay during a period of employment provided that the
maximum rate for the employee'slevel is not exceeded. The pay
increment date shall be the first working day following completion of the
hours specified in this paragraph.
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
